Covering statement 
 

1. In accordance with Section 39B of the Water Industry Act 1991 (as amended 
by the Water Act 2003) Dee Valley Water Plc has prepared a draft statutory 
Drought Plan, which is now ready for public consultation. 

 
2. The Plan provides details of the measures the Company has put in place to 

manage supplies of water to its customers in the event of a drought. 
 
3. Dee Valley Water Plc is now at the Public Consultation stage.  Draft copies of 

the Drought Plan have been sent to Statutory Consultees and the Plan has also 
been made available on the Company’s web-site. 

 
4. The Company has published the Plan in full, and has not made any omissions 

on the grounds of commercial confidentiality.
